
The strength of your club is usually defined by your youth teams. It is at this level, 
where you can have the greatest amount of influence. Youth are impressionable, 
making this time the best period to instill good work ethic, skills and a passion for 
the game. 
 
When coaching younger players, it is my goal to concentrate on the technical 
aspects of the game: controlling, passing, dribbling, shooting, and how each of 
these skills relates to the game. So often, I see coaches by-pass this important 
period of growth, and misdirect their coaching focus into winning the game rather 
than the overall performance of their team; whereby the score line becomes of 
greater interest, rather than the quality of the first or final touch.  
 
I believe it is important to start creating positive habits at the young ages. One of the 
best environments to foster positive growth is an academy setting. Unlike a soccer 
camp setting, participation in the academy is organized according to criteria ranging 
from skill level, passion and ability of play. The Academy provides a type of training 
for kids who enjoy the game, and are committed to becoming a better player. 
Participants are introduced to an environment that is fun, challenging and 
competitive; one which they look forward to being a part of every week.
